ulia Ward Howe wrote these lyrics in the heart of the Civil War.  She sent the 
words to the Atlantic Monthly magazine and received an honorarium of five 
dollars.  But the money wasn’t her concern.  Her purpose was to provide some 

wholesome lyrics for the tune of “John Brown’s Body Lies A-Moldering in the 
Grave.”  She accomplised that and more.  When President Abraham Lincoln first 
heard the hymn, he asked to have it        sung again. 
 The text is filled with biblical allusions.  The expression “grapes of wrath” 
refers to Revelation 14:19; the sounding trumpet is probably from Revelation 8.  
For the Christian, the message of this song is that God’s truth is eternal.  
Although circumstances may appear overwhelmingly difficult, God will still 
accomplish His purposes, and His truth will endure. 
It can be dangerous to identify political caues or even national patriotism with 
God’s truth.  Nations may rise and fall, but God’s truth remains forever.  “His
